We would like to take a moment to thank you for purchasing a Breeze Boat Lift.  Your new lift is the result of many years of research and development in Florida, where corrosion, barnacles and severe weather make lifting boats absolutely necessary. 

We believe our lifts are the easiest to use on the market, and that your new lift will give you many years of trouble free service if you follow the below listed instructions for use and the suggested maintenance.

With this manual you will find the warranty registration card.  This card must be filled out and returned to us within ten (10) days of your completed installation.

HELPFUL HINTS

1.  A reference mark can be placed on a guide pole to indicate that the lift cradle is deep enough for the boat’s hull to clear the cradle.  This will assure clearance entering and leaving the cradle as the tide changes.

DO NOT LET THE CRADLE REST ON THE BOTTOM.

2.  For shallow water installations, a reference mark can be placed on a cable to indicate that the lift needs to be turned off to prevent the cradle from coming into contact with the bottom.  Turning the lift off before this point will prevent the cable from losing its tension and rewrapping backwards on the cable winders, which will potentially cause the cables to fray and become unsuitable for use. If this occurs, call a Breeze Boat Lift representative to inspect the cable.  They can determine if the cable needs to be replaced or simply rewrapped.

 HOW TO USE YOUR NEW LIFT

Upon completion of your lift, the installer will adjust the wooden bunks and guide poles to fit your boat.

Hold switches (1 or 2) in the “down” position and allow lift cradle assembly to sink into the water deep enough to move boat into pick-up position.  Release switches to “off” position.  Guide poles will automatically center boat over pick-up bunks.  Most of the overhanging portion of the boat will be extended beyond the front of the lift.  Normally, not more than three feet should extend off the stern of the lift.

Hold both switches (1 or 2) in the “up” position; maintain fore and aft position by holding on one of the guide poles.  Raise boat to desired storage height above water.  Release switches to the “off” position.

Never walk away from lift during operation.  Do not allow yourself to be distracted.  Failure to shut off lift can result in major damage to the lift, boat or both. Keep hands and clothing away from moving parts.
Never overload the lift.  Make sure the bilge pump is set for automatic or remove the drain plug.  Significant water accumulation in the bilge may overload the lift.

Although it is not necessary, for security, we urge you to turn the power off to the lift when it is not in use.

The lift is not designed for lifting human beings, and no person should be under the boat while in the suspended position.

LUBRICATION AND PREVENTIVE

MAINTENANCE SCHEDULE

1. Approximately every one or two months, the bearings, pulleys, and gear drives should be

     greased with a marine grade grease.
2.  Spray all motor parts with a corrosion preventative lubricant at least twice a year.

3.  Visually inspect bearings and motor for any damage or part wear.

4.  Visually inspect the lifting cables regularly for any broken strands (cable fray).  If cable

      fray is noticed, notify your dealer.   Spray cables with lubricant periodically.

5. Visually inspect all working parts for signs of excessive wear.

6. Exercise the lift.

Adjustments by personnel other than an authorized dealer will void the warranty and may result in serious damage and/or personal injury

OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE TIP

To keep your Breeze Boat Lift operating at peak performance, minimizing service calls, we recommend that you operate your lift once a month during the off-season or extended periods of no boating activity.

Simply run the lift for approximately one minute in each direction.  That’s all there is to it!

This will keep the motor contacts and brushes clean and all pulleys and bearings evenly lubricated.

To extend the life of your lift, keep the cradle out of the water as much as possible.  Whenever you lift the cradle out of the water, rinse it off with clean, fresh running water, just as you would your boat.

*WARNING!  THE BREEZE JR 850 JUNIOR LIFT AND THE JR 1150 JUNIOR LIFT ARE INTENDED TO ROTATE 180° TO THE LEFT OR RIGHT.  ROTATING THE LIFT 360° IS IMPROPER USE OF THE LIFT AND MAY CAUSE BODILY HARM.  USE CARE WHEN OPERATING THIS LIFT AND ALL LIFTS TO FOLLOW THE SAFETY GUIDELINES FOR PROPER USE.

LIMITED WARRANTY
The manufacturer, Breeze Boat Lifts, hereby warrants the following items from the date of purchase to the original PURCHASER of this boat lift at the original address as specified on the order form/purchase contract:

· For Top Mount and Side Mount boat lifts - The structural integrity of the cradle beams and top beams for a period of TEN YEARS

· For Single and Double Motor Boathouse boat lifts - The structural integrity of the cradle beams, drive pipe hangars and snatchblocks for a period of TEN YEARS

· For Vertical Elevator and Junior (single piling) boat/jet ski lifts - The structural integrity of the cradle and ride pipe for a period of FIVE YEARS

· For all lifts - the product shall be free from defects in material or workmanship for a period of ONE YEAR

· The Hefty Hoist Gear Unit is warranted for FIVE YEARS and the motor is warranted for ONE YEAR. 

BREEZE BOAT LIFTS agrees to provide all necessary parts and materials to correct any such defects providing written notice is received by Breeze Boat Lifts within the warranty period.  The purchaser remedy is limited to repair or replacement of the defective part and in no event shall any purchaser be entitled to any incidental or consequential damages to the boat, lift pilings, dock, or seawall.  Any implied warranties shall be limited to the duration of this limited warranty.  The manufacture’s address for receipt of notice is:

A. If the equipment should be installed at any location other than the original purchaser’s installation address specified in the purchase order/sales agreement;

B. If the equipment shall be used in any commercial fashion or other than in accordance with the recommendations contained in the operators manual provided to the original purchaser;

C. If any one not authorized by Breeze Boat Lifts  attempts to make any repairs, to replace any of its component parts, or otherwise alter the equipment.

D. The load on the boat/jet ski lift exceeds the stated capacity of the purchased lift.

Lift malfunctions or failure due to corrosion, faulty dock electrical system, adverse weather conditions, acts of God or any reason not due to a defect in materials and/or workmanship of the equipment are not covered.

Breeze Boat Lifts shall not be responsible for incidental or consequential damages, including, but not limited to property damage, loss of use, expenses for inconvenience, or loss of profit.


NOTE:   Some states do not allow the exclusion or limitations of incidental or consequential damages so the above limitation or exclusion may not apply to you.

Other than set forth above, the company makes no express or implied warranty (including implied warranties of merchantability and fitness) relating to the product.
